The ‘Musical Director’ for the show will be Fraser Speirs, a simply amazing musician, a star performer in his own right, and a bridge between a number of great musicians and musical styles.

Bob Hall has been described as "The finest blues and boogie woogie piano player this side of the Atlantic."  Bob is a member of the British Blues All Stars.   Affectionately known by its members as the ‘Silver Shufflers’ the All Stars includes musicians who began their careers up to half a century ago and were responsible for the creation of the British Blues style that rocked the world.  Its participants can trace their musical roots to such seminal bands as Fleetwood Mac, Manfred Mann, John Mayall’s Blues Breakers, Savoy Brown, Alexis Korner’s Blues Incorporated and many other legendary outfits.   For the past 12 years Bob has toured with his partner Hilary Blythe, a scintillating blues and gospel singer who also plays rock-steady bass guitar.  

Eddie Walker plays the music of the legendary ragtime-blues guitarist Rev. Gary Davis, and of other guitar legends, Mississippi John Hurt, Big Bill Broonzy and Blind Willie McTell.  Eddie is not only a master musician; he is an entertainer of international repute.  His show ‘Red Shoes on my Feet’ and his performances with ‘Carolina Shout’ have been acclaimed at festivals around the globe.  

Lyra Celtica brings together the legendary fiddler Chuck Fleming and accordion virtuoso Lynn Tocker in a band that will set you feet tapping.  

Ayrshire’s own Heather Heywood will be adding her voice to the traditional music on offer and will be also joining Bob Hall and Hilary Blythe for their Gospel set.
